Frequently Asked Questions
Q 1.What are the State schemes promoted by Kudumbashree Mission to start  Micro enterprises ?

—►The Kudumbashree strategy for Micro Enterprise development includes promotion of individual and group enterprises through the RME and Yuvasree enterprise schemes.

Q 2.What is RME scheme ?

—►This scheme is exclusively designed for women under the age group of 18-55. The micro enterprises group will be given interest subsidy on the basis of eligibility criteria.

Q 3.What is Yuvashree Scheme?

—►Yuvasree group (or 50 K group) consists of both men and women in the age group 18-35 years. This is an initiative of Kudumbashree mission to provide work to the unemployed youth who are below poverty line. These people are given the freedom to start an enterprise in which they are interested and Kudumbashree supports them just like how it supports the other enterprises run by women. The micro enterprises group will be given interest subsidy on the basis of eligibility criteria.
Q 4 What is GOT?

—►GOT give a general orientation about enterprises, entrepreneurship, the support provided by various agencies and departments for setting up enterprises and on Kudumbashree schemes.

Q 5 What is EDP?

—►It focuses on developing the skills of entrepreneurs as per their interest area through     skill empanelled agencies.

Q 6 What is Performance Improvement Training?

—► It aimed at improving the capabilities of entrepreneurs in various areas of enterprises are being offered. These include technical, operational, marketing related and general management training programmes.

Q 7.What are the other financial supports provided under Kudumbashree Micro enterprises sector ?

—►1) Revolving Fund (RF)

—►2) Technology Fund ( TF)

—►3) Technology upgradation Fund (TUF)

Q 8 What is Start Up Fund?

—► Start up fund is meant for meeting the initial working capital requirement of enterprises started by the deprived sections of the society which include the entrepreneurs belongs to transgender, elderly, coastal, scheduled tribe and scheduled caste etc. The enterprises can avail an amount of Rs. 10000 for individual enterprises and a maximum of Rs. 50000 for group enterprises. 

Q 9 What is Second Dose Assistance?
—►This is a special assistance programme to assist units to revive and develop strategies to become viable again. The fund will be sactioned for diversification and expansion of current business activity.

 Q 10 What is Technology Fund and Technology Up-gradation Fund?

—►Technology fund is provided to procure advanced and innovative technologies for setting up microenterprises under Kudumbashree. The cost of technology included the cost to develop a new technology, purchase of a technology from research organization, laboratory, and individuals, NGOs etc. Project proposals for the procurement or development of technology for microenterprises are drafted by the district missions and are scrutinized and approved by a screening committee constituted for the purpose at state level.

Technology upgradation fund is provided for updating the technology already acquired by the microenterprises.

Q 11 What is Innovation Fund?

—►It was initiated for supporting innovative microenterprises. The main objective is to cover initial risk. The maximum amount eligible should not exceed 50% of total project cost including subsidy plus innovation fund.

Q 12 What is Revolving Fund?

—►It is meant for meeting urgent requirement of working capital. Individual enterprises are eligible for revolving fund @20% of the total project cost subject to a maximum of Rs.10000 whereas group enterprises are eligible for revolving fund @40% of the total project cost subject to a maximum of Rs. 40000.

Q 13 What is Crisis Management Fund?

—►It is meant for overcoming unpredictable crisis occurred in the units. 

Kudumbashree adopts a four pronged approach towards crisis management:

· Anticipate potential crisis situations and prepare for them

· Provide accurate information during a crisis

· React as quickly as possible to the situation

· Long term solutions

Proposals forwarded by the district mission teams are scrutinized and approved by a screening committee constituted for the purpose at state level.

Q 14.Who are Micro Enterprise Consultants (MEC)?

—►Micro Enterprise Consultants (MEC) were identified and placed in each Gram Panchayat. These were men and women having graduation  identified by the CDS from among Kudumbashree families who were provided adequate training by the Mission to support enterprises sector

Q 15.What are the support provided by Micro Enterprise Consultants?

—►Micro Enterprise Consultants provide training, handholding and marketing   support to enterprises in their assigned location

Q 16.What is Santhwanam project ?

—►Santhwanam is a major intervention of Kudumbashree in the Health sector.Women from Kudumbashree families who completed SSLC are selected for enterprises. They are given seven days of intensive training on technical inputs and personality development by Health Action by People (HAP), an NGO headed by a group of committed doctors. The entrepreneurs are trained in checking the height, body weight, body mass index, blood pressure, blood glucose and cholesterol of people they visit at home to check on their diseases. The medical equipments and strips  required for the check ups are supplied by HAP.

Q 17.What is Nutrimix ?

—►The Amrutham Nutrimix food supplement is provided to all Anganwadis of Kerala under the THRS scheme of Social Welfare Department on a fortnight basis for children of 6 months to 3 years age group. Kudumbashree units are assigned to produce this weaning food across state.

Q 18.What are the ingredients used for preparing Nutrimix?

—►Wheat, Soya, Bengal Gram, groundnut, and Sugar

Q 19. What is Fortification of Nutrimix?

—►A collaborative project between the Social Justice Department (SJD), Kudumbashree and United Nations World Food Programme, which aims to deliver fortified blended foods(Amrutham Nutrimix) as Take Home Rations(THR) to children between 6- 36 months of age through the ICDS in Kerala.

Q 20. Is nutrimix available in open markets?

—►The person who is in need of Nutrimix can contact the respective district mission and the district mission will process it and make it available.
